What 
many of the kids don't realize, is that those of us on the "teaching 
side" are as happy if not happier. Everybody needs a break.  

Many of you already know that Karen and I are downsizing and 
toward that goal, one has to go through files and papers and 
books.  We will have lived in this our Scott Avenue home for al-
most 19 years.  It is amazing how much stuff we have accumu-
lated.  So many items are private memories that have no value to 
anyone.  While going over papers, I went through my memora-
bilia from the two years I spent in Williamson, WV as a student 
Rabbi from 1981-3. 

Student pulpits at the time were monthly, tri-weekly or bi-weekly 
(plus High Holydays).  Williamson was a tri-weekly, nominally, 
12 visits per year.  As I finished my sermon on my final visit of 
1982, I turned over the pulpit to the president for announcements.  
I remember him saying, "Not much to announce other than 
'school's out for the summer!'"  

There are lay led services over the summer, board meetings and 
planning for the fall.  The values of Judaism never take a vaca-
tion, but the formal institutions of Judaism go into estivation. 

So as we transition into summer, I reprise those words from Wil-
liamson, "Not much to announce other than 'school's out for the 
summer!'"
